CENTEL ANNOUNCED TOTAL Q1/09 NET PROFITS OF BAHT 125 MILLION

Given the current adverse business environment for the Hotels Industry - due to the local
political situation and global economic downturn - has resulted in many hotels facing
operational as well as financial difficulties; while at the same time the Centara Hotels and
Resorts sees many opportunities within this critical business situation. CENTEL believes that
this year will demonstrate both the strengths and capabilities of the Hotels Industry in
Thailand, whereby only those operationally strong hotels will be well-positioned to survive
the current crisis.

For the Q1/09 period, The Centara Hotels and Resorts has been able to sustain a
satisfactory average occupancy rate (AOC) of approximately 70.5% and to limit the decline
in its REVPAR to 16% YoY - while Thailand’s hotels industry has seen an overall decline in
AOC to 53.5% and a decrease in REVPAR of 21% when compared to the same period last year.

In having been able to successfully and continuously develop the effectiveness of its hotels
management process, the Centara Hotels and Resorts is focusing on expanding its hotels
management services whereby during the past year the company has signed up a total of 5
new hotel properties to be managed by the group (with 4 being located in Thailand and 1 in
the Himalayan Mountain Region of India). This has resulted in a 79% YoY growth in hotels
management services fees for Q1/09 - totaling Baht 20 million or equal to 16% of total Net
Profits. For FY 2009, the Centara Hotels and Resorts plans to increase the total number of
managed hotel properties in its portfolio to 24 to achieve a total of Baht 75 million in
management fees revenue (or 70% increase YoY)

As for the CENTRAL RESTAURANT GROUP’s (CRG) Food Business, it has been significantly
affected by decline in consumer confidence during the Q1/09 -partly because of the current
political situation coupled with the continuing economic downturn that has resulted in a
more cautious consumer’s spending and purchasing trends. Thus, average ‘same store sales’
has declined 8.8% YoY, while there has been a 2.5% decline in the average growth of total
system sales.

Total Q1709 revenues for the company has increased by 1% YoY to Baht 2,156 million -
resulting from a growth of 5.2% in the Hotels Business (totaling Baht 1,054 million) together
with total Food Business revenues of Baht 1,102 million. Total Q1/09 Net Profits was Baht
125 million -an increase of 79% compared to Q4/08, but a decrease when compared to the
same period last year, again due to the ongoing political situation and ongoing adverse
global economic condition
